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Вступ

Запропоновані методичні рекомендації розроблені відповідно до Типової програми з іноземних мов для немовних вузів та з урахуванням положень національної програми „Освіта”.


В основу методичних рекомендації закладено принцип невід’ємності вивчення іноземних мов під час професійної підготовки сучасного фахівця. З огляду на це формується спеціалізована орієнтованість курсу іноземної мови. 


Мета цих методичних рекомендації – досягнення розвитку у студентів комунікативної компетенції, достатньої для здійснення спілкування англійською мовою в письмовій та усній (читання та мовлення) формах згідно з програмою.


 Системи завдань до кожного тексту визначається методичним призначенням цих текстів: завдання до тексту розділяються на ті, що активізують текст в ході розгляду та після текстові.

При розробці системи завдань були використані елементи функціонально-комунікативного навчання іноземній мові, при якому мова  розглядається не тільки як система мовних правил, але ж і як система комунікаційних функцій.

Комунікаційні функції – визначення об’єкта або поняття, класифікація, опис-узагальнення – знаходять своє відображення в текстовому матеріалі,  типовому наборі лексичних одиниць та словосполучень.

 The British Isles lie off to the north-west of the continent of Europe and consist of two main islands, the larger of which is Great Britain.

It is about 600 miles from the South to the North, and 300 miles across in the widest part. the smaller  is Ireland. There are over eight hundred small islands around the British Isles (the Orkney Islands, the Shetland Islands, the Hebrides and many others). Great Britain consists of  Scotland, England and Wales. Ireland comprises Northern Ireland and the Irish Republic.

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland consists of  England, Scotland,  Wales, Northern Ireland and some smaller islands around these two big islands with a total area of 244,100 square kilometers.

          The north-west and west of Great Britain are surrounded by the Atlantic Ocean. In the west the country is also      washed by the Irish Sea. The eastern coast is open to the waters of the North Sea. The south-eastern part of Great Britain is sepa​rated from France by the English Channel which is 32 km wide at its narrowest point.

          The Thames, the Severn, the Clyde, the Trent, the Mersey are chief rivers of the country.

The longest rivers are the Severn (220 miles, 354 km) and the River Thames (215 miles, 346 km).

           British lakes are rather small and remote. The largest of them are Lough Neagh in the north-east of Ireland and Lough Ness in Scotland.

             Alhough a small island, Great Britain has a remarkable variety of landscapes.

                 It can be roughly divided into two main regions – Lowland Britain and Highland Britain. 

 The main areas of high land are in Scotland, Wales and Cumbria. In the centre of England is a range of hills called the Pennines, which are also known as the 'backbone of England'. The highest mountains are in Scotland and Wales: Ben Nevis is 4,406 feet (1,343 m.) and Snowdon is 3,560 feet (1,085 m.).

To the east are flat plains, and in the south are lowlands broken by low ranges of hills. To the
Southwest are the bleak moors of Devon and Cornwall.


             Britain has a temperate climate due to the influence of Gulf Stream. This water heats up and cools down very slowly. Britain therefore enjoys warmer winters and cooler summers than other countries at the same latitude. The west of the island has a higher rainfall and slightly milder climate than the east. 

             The weather is very changeable and it is the favourite topic for conversation in Britain.
            The population of the United Kingdom is over 59 mln people. Greater London, the South-East and the South are the most densely populated areas of Britain. Four out of every five people live in towns.

Offshore islands

  Did you know that “the British Isles” doesn’t just mean the two large islands of Britain and      Ireland, but hundreds of other small islands around their coasts? Many of these islands are inhabited, and

a lot of them are popular tourist destinations. There are between 120 and 130 offshore islands which can be classified as part of England’s natural geography.

The Isle of Wight is the largest island-off the south coast. Charles I was once imprisoned here, and there is a  large prison, Parkhurst, on the island today. A lot of its attractive scenery has formed as a result of a thick layer of chalk - the white teeth of the “Needles” are the most famous example.

Many of the inhabitants travel daily to the mainland to work. Those who work on the island are usually involved with the tourist industry because the island is visited by thousands of tourists every year. A favourite activity is yachting.

The Isles of Scilly can be found 28 miles (45 km.) southwest of Land's End. There are between 50 and 100 'islands' in the group (some are just large rocks) but only six are inhabited. In early spring, they export beautiful flowers to the mainland. 

St Michael's Mount is linked to the mainland at low tide by a causeway. It was a base for the tin trade at one time and, because of its religious connection with Mont-Saint-Michel in France, it was also a trading and migration centre from the earliest days of Christianity.

Finally, between the coast of Devon and South Wales is the island of Lundy, which is three miles long and half a mile wide. At one time it was almost a pirate kingdom, but today it is a bird sanctuary, with a resident human population of about twelve.

  Great Britain is a highly-developed naval and industrial power. Its economy was primarily based on private enterprises. However, some industries were nationalized after World War II. Now it has a mixed private-and public-enterprise economy. The government controls the coal-mining and electric power industries, ferrous metallurgy and shipbuilding. Part of public transport, civil aviation and national bank are also managed by the state.

The main sectors of British economy are manufacturing, services and agriculture. The share of industry in GNP is 11 times more than that of agriculture. Manufacturing plays a vital role in British economy. It accounts for 1/5 of the GNP and employs less than 1/3 of the workforce. 
The rise of Great Britain as an industrial nation was partly due to the presence of considerable mineral resources, the most important of them were coal and iron. Next to coal and iron the chief minerals found on the British Isles are the building stone, marble, granite, slate, lead, tin, copper, zink, salt and china clay.
 


Coal-mining, metallurgy, textile, shipbuilding are the older branches of industry. The new industries are the chemical, electrotechnical, automobile, aeromissile and electronics.
Big cities and towns such as London, Glasgow, Manchester, Liverpool, Newcastle, Sheffield and Birmingham have enterprises of nearly all branches of industry. The main centres of cotton and woolen industry are Leeds, Bradford and Manchester.
Services play an important role in British economy and make up an increasing proportion of the national income. They account for about 60 per cent of gross domestic product and 68 per cent of employees. This sector includes health, education, retail and wholesale trade, tourism, financial and business services, insurance, transport, etc.
Banking, finance, insurance, business services and leasing account for 14 per cent of the British economy's total output. London has the world's largest insurance market, and its banks are responsible for about a fifth of the international bank lending.

Britain has an open economy, in which international trade plays a vital role. About one-quarter of its gross domestic product comes from the export of goods and services. It is the fifth largest trading nation in the world. Since 1973 Britain has been a member of the European Economic Community, an association of 12 democratic states. About half Britain’s trade is with its European Community partners. Britain’s main exports are automobiles, textile, machinery, aircraft, electronic equipment and many others.

         Great Britain is self-sufficient in milk, eggs, to a very great extent in meat, potatoes and wheat. However it has to import butter, cheese, sugar, tea, fruit and some other agricultural products.

There are more than 250 thousand farms in Great Britain. Most of them are small family farms, where all the work is done by the farmer and his family. The tendency in agricultural development of the country is the disappearance of small traditional farms as they cannot compete with big industrial farms.

The types of farms are different in different regions of the country. In the East most farmers grow such crops as barley, wheat, sugar beets and potatoes. In the West climate is good for the production of farm animals. The greater part of the land here is used for dairy and beef cattle breeding, and sheep farming. UK Political System
     The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is a constitutional monarchy. It means that the government of the United Kingdom is by a hereditary sovereign, an elected House of Commons and a partly hereditary House of Lords.

     The sovereign has the title of King(or Queen).The Sovereign has very few functions that really matter, such as the function of the arbiter of last resort in some matters. These matters can be dissolution of Parliament and invitations to form a government when there is no clear majority. The reigning Queen is Elizabeth II.
     The supreme legislative power is vested in the Parliament, which sits for 5 years unless sooner dissolved. The Parliament has two chambers: the House of Lords with about 830 hereditary peers, 26 spiritual peers, about 270 life peers and peeresses, and the House of Commons. The House of has 650 popularly elected members. The House of Commons is the real governing body of the United Kingdom. In order to become a law, a new bill proposed by the Cabinet must be approved by both houses of the Parliament. The Lords cannot veto a bill, but they can delay it for a maximum of the one year. Financial bills cannot be delayed by the House of Lords.

     The executive power of the Crown is exercised by the Cabinet, headed by Prime Minister. Prime Minister, normally the head of the party commanding a majority in the House of Commons, is appointed by the Sovereign. Prime Minister appoints the rest of the Cabinet. All ministers must be members of one or the other houses of the Parliament. They are individually and collectively responsible to the Crown and the Parliament. The Cabinet proposes bills and arranges business of the Parliament.

        Government in Britain since 1945 has alternated between only two political parties, the Conservatives(the Tory) and the Labour Party. No other party has been in office at all since 1945 and there have been no coalitions. The third long-established party, the Liberals, enjoyed moments of success, but no member of the Liberal Party has held government office since 1945.

History of London
     London began about A.D. 43, when armies of the Roman Empire started to conquer Britain. The Romans built a seaport on the Thames near present-day London Bridge. It began life as a Roman fortification at a place where it was possible to cross the River Thames. The Romans called the port Londinium (from Celtic «londin» - wild, bold).
     By the 200’s the Romans had built a wall around London for defence which formed London’s boundaries for hundreds of years.
     In 1665 there was a terrible plague in London, so many people left the city and escaped to the villages in the surrounding countryside. In 1666 the Great Fire of London ended the plague, but it also destroyed much of the city. Although people returned to live in the rebuilt city after the plague and the Great Fire, there were never again so many Londoners living in the city centre.

       Worth remembering:
      The Great Plague – the serious and widespread attack of bubonic plague (a disease causing fever, swellings and death) in London in 1664-1665. The disease was spread by the fleas from rats and killed over 70 000 people.

       The Great Fire- a very large fire which lasted for two days in 1666 and destroyed many parts of London.

     London is not only the political, economic and cultural centre of the United Kingdom. It is the main tourist attraction of the country. There are a lot of places of interest in London which attract thousands of tourists every year. They usually want to see Westminster Abbey, the Houses of Parliament, Buckingham Palace, St. Paul’s Cathedral, the Tower of London.

     Westminster is now the political centre of London. In the 11th century King Edward the Confessor decided to build a great abbey church there. There are many royal tombs in the Abbey, like the tomb of Edward the Confessor himself and  memorials to famous men and women. The most popular ones are those to writers, poets and musicians in the Poet’s Corner. William the Conqueror was crowned there, and since then all coronations have taken place in the Abbey.

     During the reign of Edward the Confessor the Palace of Westminster was built too. It was the royal residence and also the country’s main court. The Parliament met here since the 16th till the 19th century. The present Houses of Parliament were built after the fire in the Palace of Westminster in 1834. There are two houses in the Parliament: the House of Lords and the House of Commons. St. Stephen’s Tower of the Houses of Parliament contains the famous Big Ben.
     Buckingham Palace is the Queen’s official London residence. Londoners usually watch the Changing of the guards in the forecourt of the palace. It lasts about 30 minutes.
     St. Paul’s Cathedral is Sir Christopher Wren’s masterpiece. It was built from 1675 to 1709. It is crowned with a huge dome. Inside the dome there is the famous Whispering Gallery. There are many memorials in the Cathedral, including memorials to Wellington and Nelson.

     The Tower of London is associated with many important events in the British history. It used to be a fortress, a palace, a prison, a mint. The Tower of London is famous for its prisoners, like Sir Thomas More and Guy Fawkes. The White Tower was built by William the Conqueror to protect the city. The Tower is guarded by “Beefeaters”, the Yeomen Guards.

     London is noted for its museums and art galleries. Among them are the National Gallery, the National Portrait Gallery, the Tate, the Museum of London, the Museum of Moving Image, Madam Tussaud’s Museum and many others.

	The City of London
	The Mansion House – the residence of the Lord Mayor, who is the first citizen of the City and the first Magistrate, and who has the keys to the City. No troops are allowed to cross the limits of the City and neither king nor queen may come to the City without his permission . The Lord Mayor is elected every year by the Aldermen, every year in November there is a great ceremony – Lord Mayor’s Day.
The Royal Exchange – burnt down three times by fire and three times rebuilt.

The Bank of England – more than 250 yeas old.

	The Tower of London
	It is situated in the City of London and is more than 900 years old. It was a fortress, a palace, a prison, a royal zoo. Now it’s a museum, guarded by the Yeoman – Warders, the famous Beefeaters dressed up in traditional medieval clothes. It’s famous for the Queen’s ravens and the Raven Master who takes care of them. 

	Westminster Abbey 
	It’s oldest part dates back to the 8th century. It used to be a monastery – the West Minster; 500 years later it was transformed into a church. For 1000 years the British monarchs (37 in all) have been crowned here and many were buried here. There’s  the Poets’ Corner here, where Ch. Dickens, Thomas Hardy and other celebrities are buried. There are a lot of monuments, statues and tombstones in Westminster Abbey.

	St. Paul’s Cathedral
	It’s the finest Renaissance church in Europe planned and built by Christopher Wren. It took him 35 years to do it after the Great Fire of 1666. Admiral Nelson is buried here. It’s famous for its monuments and memorials.

	Houses of Parliament
	It was built in the Gothic stile in the middle of the 19th century. The Houses of Commons was bombed in World War II and rebuilt in 1950.The Speaker presides in the Houses of Commons over 660 MPs, though the Houses can hold only 400 seats.
The Lord Chancellor presides over the Lords in the House of Lords. He sits on the woolsack.

	Big Ben
	It’s the world famous clock tower of the Houses of Parliament. When the great bell was cast in London foundry in 1858 the question of its name was discussed in the Parliament. It was named “Big Ben” after the Chief Commissioner of Works Sir Benjamin Hall, who was a tall and big man. 

	Trafalgar Square
	It’s famous for the Nelson Column with Admiral Nelson perched on the top of it. In 1805 the joint French – Spanish Fleet was defeated by Admiral Nelson at the Battle of Trafalgar.

	Piccadilly Circus
	It’s a circular place with a column in it and a graceful statue of Eros on the top of it. Its name dates back to the 17th century when gentlemen used to wear high white collar with frills that were called “piccadillies” and were sold in this street.

	Soho
	A legend says that in old days the place was used for fox-hunting. A hunter gave a shout to the hounds “So-ho!” At present it’s the district of cinema-producers, modern bookshops, cheap “ready-to-wear” or “reach-me-down”. It’s a favorite place of freelance people and is cosmopolitan in character. In 1685 French protestants came from France and settled here. During the French Revolution of 1793 great numbers of the French came here, too. Among them there were many artistic people. Mozart composed a symphony here when he was 8 years old. At present numerous art exhibitions are held in Soho. Londoners and tourists all over the world can enjoy any national cuisine at one of the restaurants in Soho.

	The British Museum
	It is situated in Bloomsbury Square. It was founded in 1753. It’s famous for its library. During World War II the Reading Room of the Library was destroyed in flames and more than 150,000 books perished in fire. The Manuscript Room of the Museum is the place where the oldest and rarest documents are kept. There is a rich art gallery at the Museum.

Higher Education in Great Britain
       Pupils going on to higher education or professional training usually take “A” level examinations in two or three subjects. Universities accept students mainly on the basis of their “A” level results, although they may interview them as well. In 1971 the Open University was started, where these formal qualifications are not necessary. Nearly a quarter of all adult part-time students follow its degree courses on radio and television.

       There are forty-seven universities in Britain and thirty former polytechnics (now also universities), plus 350 colleges and institutes of higher education (some of which train teachers).

       Undergraduate courses normally take three years of full-time study, although a number of subjects take longer, including medicine, architecture and foreign languages ( where courses include a year abroad). They lead in most cases to a Bachelor’s degree in Arts or Science. There are various postgraduate degrees, including Master and Doctor of Philosophy. The last two are awarded for research in arts or sciences.

       Degrees are awarded either by the institution itself, or by the Council for National Academic Awards, particularly in vocational areas. Students of law, architecture and some other professions can take qualifications awarded by their own professional bodies instead of degrees.

       At present, students who have been accepted by universities or other institutions of higher education receive a grant from their local authority, which cover the course, and may cover living expenses. Parents with higher incomes are expected to make a contribution. Until 1990 the grant did not have to be paid back, but now a system of loans has been introduced.
       The most famous universities are Oxford and Cambridge, called “Oxbridge”. They are famous for their academic excellence.

       The drive from England to Scotland provides the traveler with many pleasant changes of scenery. On arriving in the Highlands most people readily agree that the scenery is indeed magnificent. 

       On the first night in the Scotland a tourist may choose to put up at the hotel in the little town of Callander, which is known as one of “the Gateways to the Highlands”. On the following day he can set out to see the various lakes, or rather “lochs”, in the neighbourhood, and will be delighted with the wild and romantic aspect of the countryside. When he returns to his hotel he will be glad to eat a “high tea”. This is a meal which, in Scotland and many parts of northern England, takes the place of tea and dinner. 

              The next morning many tourists journey on to the west coast, passing on their way Loch Lomond, one of the largest and most famous of the Scottish lakes. The road twists and turn, dips and climbs, but is not dangerous. The tourist may see a herd of long-haired Highland cattle, which look savage but are no more than ordinary cattle.

       The word” clan” means “family” and the great clans of the 16th and 17th centuries were really like big families, ruled by powerful chefs. Sometimes there were battles between different clans but nowadays the McDonalds, the McKenzies and the Campbells all live in peace with each other.

       Many people in Scotland have the name McDonalds or McKenzie. “Mac” means “son of” and people with this name usually feel they belong to the same family or clan. Common boys’ names are Donald or Duncan, and girls’ names are Fiona and Jean.

       The national dress of Scotts is the kilt, which was originally worn by men. It is a skirt with a lot of folds. The wearing of tartans (coloured checks) is traditional in Scotland. Originally,  the tartan was worn as a long piece of cloth thrown over the shoulders.

                                                  Economy of the United Kingdom                 

       Little more than a century ago, Britain was 'the workshop of the world'. It had as many merchant ships as the rest of the world put together and it led the world in most manufacturing industries. This did not last long. Early in the twentieth century Britain was overtaken economically by the United States and Germany. After two world wars and the rapid loss of its empire, Britain found it increasingly difficult to maintain its position even in Europe.
Britain struggled to find a balance between government intervention in the economy and an almost completely free-market economy such as existed in the United States. Neither system seemed to fit Britain's needs. 
      Just the Conservatives decided to break with the old economic formula completely. 
During the 1980s the Conservatives put their new ideas into practice. Income tax was reduced from a basic rate of 33 pet cent to 25 per cent. (For higher income groups the reduction was greater, at the top rate from S3 per cent to 40 per cent.) This did not lead to any loss in revenue, since at the lower rates fewer people tried to avoid tax. At the same time, however, the government doubled Value Added Tax (VAT) on goods and services to 15 per cent.
      The most notable success of 'Thatcherism' was the privatization of previously wholly or partly government-owned enterprises. The government believed that privatization would increase efficiency, reduce government borrowing, increase economic freedom, and encourage wide share ownership. By 1990 20 per cent of the adult population were share owners, a higher proportion than in any other Western industrialized country. 

                                                         Economy and agriculture of Great Britain

About 25% of Britain's land is arable, and almost half is suitable for meadows and pastures. Its agriculture is highly mechanized and extremely productive; about 2% of the labor force produces 60% per cent of the country's food needs. Barley, wheat, rapeseed, potatoes, sugar beets, fruits, and vegetables are the main crops. The widespread dairy industry produces milk, eggs, and cheese. Beef cattle and large numbers of sheep, as well as poultry and pigs, are raised throughout much of the country. 

Great Britain is one of the world's leading industrialized nations. It has achieved this position despite the lack of most raw materials needed for industry. It must also import 40% of its food supplies. Thus, its prosperity has been dependent upon the export of manufactured goods in exchange for raw materials and foodstuffs. Within the manufacturing sector, the largest industries include machine tools; electric power, automation, and railroad equipment; ships; aircraft; motor vehicles and parts; electronic and communications equipment; metals; chemicals; coal; petroleum; paper and printing; food processing; textiles; and clothing.

 By the early 21st cent., banking, insurance, business services, and other service industries accounted for almost three fourths of the gross domestic product and employed 80% of the workforce. This trend was also reflected in a shift in Great Britain's economic base, which has benefited the southeast, southwest, and Midlands regions of the country, while the north of England and Northern Ireland have been hard hit by the changing economy.
The Parliamentary System

       General elections are by secret ballot, but voting is not compulsory in Britain. British, Commonwealth and Irish Republic citizens may all vote provided they are resident in Britain, aged 18 or over, registered in a constituency and not subject to disqualification (for example, certain mentally ill patients and persons convicted of corrupt or illegal election practices). Each political party puts up one candidate for each constituency and the one who wins the most votes is elected MP for that area. This system is known as the simple majority or “the first past the post” system. There has been much debate about the British electoral system since it is unfair to smaller parties, and campaigns continue for some form of Proportional Representation which would create a wider selection of parties in the House of Commons and cater for minority political interests. But the two leading parties have preferred the existing system although recently the Labour Party has shown more sympathy towards some kind of change, Those in favour of the British maintain that it gives the governing party greater power and stability as opposed to the PR system which inevitably results in a coalition government.  
The Parliamentary  Parties
       The Conservative and Liberal parties are the oldest, and until the last years of the 19th century they were the only parties elected to the House of Commons. Once working class men were given the vote, however, Socialist MPs were elected, but it was not until 1945 that Britain had its first Labour Government. At this election, the number of Liberal MPs was greatly reduced and since then Government have been formed by either the Labour or the Conservative party. Usually they have had clear majority – that is, one party has had more MPs than all the others combined.
       The Conservative Party can broadly be described as the party of the middle and upper classes although it does receive some working class support. Most of its voters live in rural areas, small towns and the suburbs of large cities. Much of its financial support comes from large industrial companies. The Labour Party, on the other hand, has always had strong links with the trade union and receives financial support from them. 

       In 1981, some MPs left the Labour Party to form a new “left-of-centre” party – the Social Democratic Party (SDP) – which they hoped would win enough support to break the two-party system of the previous forty years. They fought the 1983 election in an alliance with the Libaral, but only a small number of their MPs were elected.  
The Story of a Statue

       If you ever come to London you will surely go to Trafalgar Square. The main feature of the Square is Nelson’s Column with the figure of the great seaman on the top.

       Just behind it is the National Gallery where there is one of the finest collections of pictures of the world. In the middle of the road there is an interesting statue which onу of the finest in Great Britain. It is in bronze and represents Charles I on horseback.

       The Statue of Charles I has a very amusing history. After the English Civil War (1642-1646) it was taken down and sold to a cutler. He immediately made great number of knives and forks with bronze handles. He told everybody that they were the best knives and that he had made them from the metal of the statue. They were rapidly bought, both by the friends and the enemies of the late monarch. The cutler soon made a lot of money and retied from business. Some time after the Restoration the government wanted to put up a new statue to the memory of Charles I. When the cutler heard of this he told the government that he had hidden the old statue and that he would sell it to them at a moderate price. They agreed and the monument was put up again in the place where it stands now.

The British Museum

       Sir Hans Sloane was a great collector. He filled his house with rare books and pictures, precious stones, stuffed animals, birds and butterflies, and ancient remains from all over the world. There had never been a collection quite like it, and visitors were amazed by what they saw.

       When Sir Hans Sloane died in 1753, his will let the King buy the whole collection for just 20,000 pounds so that it could belong to the nation for ever. This was the start of the British Museum.

       It took thirty years and thousands of tons of stones to complete the building and the forty-four massive columns which decorate the front. The building of the British Museum was finished in 1948.

       Today the British Museum is a treasure house of old, beautiful and interesting objects. They come from all over the world and from thousands of years of history. The one thing they have in common is that they have all been made by hand. Every exhibit reveals the skill of its maker and tells us something about the time and place in which it was made.

       Oxford and Cambridge  are often called collectively Oxbridge. Both universities are independent. Only the education elite go to Oxford or Cambridge. 
       Oxford and Cambridge cling to their traditions, such as the use of Latin at degree ceremonies. Full academic dress is worn at examinations.
       Oxford and Cambridge universities consist of a number of colleges. Each college is different, but in many ways they are alike. Each college has its name, its coat of arms. Each college is governed by a Master. Each college offers teaching in a wide range of subjects. Within the college one will normally find a chapel, a dinner hall, a library, rooms for undergraduates, fellows and the Master, and also rooms for teaching purposes.

       Oxford is one of the oldest universities in Europe. The town of Oxford is first mentioned in the Anglo-Saxon Chronicle in 911 A.D.

        There are now twenty-four college for men, five for women and another five which have both men and women members, many from overseas studying for higher degrees. 

       Cambridge University started during the 13th century and grew until today. Now there are more than thirty colleges.

       Many great men studied at Cambridge, among them Desiderius Erasmus, the great Dutch scholar, Roger Bacon, the philosopher, Milton, the poet, Oliver Cromwell, the soldier, Newton, the scientist, Kapitza, the famous Russian physicist.

Life at College
       There are 46 universities in Britain. Good “A” level results in at least two subjects are necessary to enter one. However, good exam passes alone are not enough. Universities choose their students after interviews, and competition for places at university is fierce. For all British citizens a place at university brings with it a grant from their Local Education authority. When the time comes to pick a college, 18 and 19 year-olds usually choose one as far away from home as possible. So, many students in northern and Scottish universities come from the south of England and vice versa. It is very unusual for university students to live at home. Although parents may be a little sad to see this happen, they usually approve of the move, and see it as necessary part of becoming an adult.
       When they first arrive at college, first year students are called “fresher”. A fresher’s life can be exciting but terrifying for the first week, because many fresher feel homesick for the first week.

       At college students have lectures and seminars. Once or twice a term, students have a tutorial. This means that they see a tutor alone to discuss their work and their progress. In Oxford and Cambridge, and some other universities, the study system is based entirely around such tutorials which take place once a week. Attending lectures is optional for “Oxbridge” students!
